Tenant shall vacate the premises and return all keys upon termination.
The Landlord may terminate for cause or non-payment in accordance with applicable legislation.

Default and Remedies:
Any breach of this Agreement by either party may result in remedies available under Alberta law, including termination, damages, and legal action.
Failure to pay rent when due constitutes a default and may lead to eviction proceedings.

Indemnity:
Tenant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Landlord from any claims, damages, or liabilities arising from Tenant’s use or occupancy of the premises.

Liability and Insurance:
The Landlord is not responsible for loss or damage to Tenant’s personal property.
Tenant is encouraged to obtain renter’s insurance for personal property and liability coverage.

Governing Law:
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Province of Alberta and the federal laws of Canada applicable therein.

Entire Agreement:
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations or agreements.
Any amendments must be in writing and signed by both Landlord and Tenant.

Severability:
If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder shall continue in full force and effect.
